


Using the fusible appliqué technique and scarecrow template diagram, prepare scarecrow for appliquéing into place. To
create straw-like head, hands and feet, sew multiple seams on each of these pieces, through all layers using gold thread.
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SQUARING QUILT TOP

Refer to Spring's Splendor pattern, Part Five, Step 4, when squaring quilt in preparation for adding borders.

ATTACHING BORDER STRIPS AND FLANGE INSERT
Fall's Beauty has a 1/4" finished flange insert with the border. Using previously cut black 1" x WOF strips, fold strips in half
lengthwise, wrong sides together; press. Pin to edges of quilt top, aligning raw edges (overlap ends at corners). With the
exception of placing border strips on the flange (right sides together), rather than directly on the quilt top, refer to "attaching
border strips", Spring's Splendor - Part Five, Step5, when sewing border strips to quilt.

FINISHING UP
Refer to Spring's Splendor, Part Five, Steps 6 and 7, when finishing the quilt.
